TRUST AND SUBMISSION TO GOD

‘For My hand made all these things, Thus all these things came into being,” declares the Lord. “But to this

one | will look, To him who is humble and contrite of spirit, and who trembles at My word.” Isaiah 66:2

Trust in the Lord with all your heart And do not lean on your own understanding. In all your ways acknowledge

Him, And He will make your paths straight. Proverbs 3:5-6

And Lord, we repent of our wicked ways. Show us where we are wrong in our actions,
thoughts and attitudes, that we might turn and walk in Your righteous ways. We also
repent on behalf of our nation, for we have chosen our own ways instead of Your ways. God,

we turn back to You and Your ways.

Lord, we thank You for Your promise that as we humble ourselves, pray, seek Your face and
repent, You are hearing us, You will forgive us and You will release healing in our hearts and
in our land.
